Thanks a lot for good news about AutoCAD drawings. Unfortunately I didn’t draw the side view of BSMs due to the absence of actuator’s drawings. Also we haven’t a real actuator yet because of custom problems. It seems, there is no alternative except for the vectorization and the scaling of side-projection dimensions of the actuator from LANL sketch No.SK-DS-SKS-02-002. Luckily our Institute has short–time vacations and I’ll try to prepare the views needed towards the end of the next week.

Concerning cold cathode gauge (CCG) let me remind that the problem arisen when the preliminary design of CCG placement (see attached QUESTION.pdf, Fig.3) was changed (Fig.4). The solution was to rotate the CCG to 60 degrees (i.e. to rotate to the angle between adjacent CF35 holes). My colleague Yuri Kalinin discussed this problem with John Crandall at my instance during the latter part of November, 2003. He answered: "We can do with "cold cathode gage" everything that we want..."

And I would like to suggest the file with our presentation of the BSM design. I hope that it will be useful for your Engineers. The file is outsize for SNS mail server and I’m sending it to your home account.
